• If you are dropping a qualification you MUST email the universities, including your UCAS ID number 
and informing them clearly about the change. You must also fill in this form for UCAS: 
https://www.ucas.com/forms/request-amendqualifications-listed-your-application,If universities are 
not informed beforehand they have the right to withdraw their offer when they find out on results 
day. 

• If you are going straight to university (even if you do not know which university) in September, apply 
now online for help with finance, including Tuition Fee Loans and Maintenance Loans at 
https://www.gov.uk/apply-online-for-student-finance

• If you have received an Unconditional Offer tell Ms Lewis if the offer comes with strings attached. 
The important thing is that you should not be bounced into accepting one as your Firm choice.

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BURNING UCAS QUESTIONS

I’ve applied for 2023- What about Student loans ?
• You can apply for finance in March. You don’t need a confirmed place at a university or college to apply. 

Apply for student finance via https://www.gov.uk/apply-online-for-student-finance

I've received replies from ALL the courses I applied for. Do I really have to decide between my offers 
now? 
• You have until June 8th to respond to offers on your Track account so, there will be time to visit a 

university if you wish to know more about it. 
• When you are sure, indicate FIRM ACCEPTANCE (F) of one offer and INSURANCE ACCEPTANCE (I) of 

another. You have to Withdraw from all other courses that have been offered to you.
• Your insurance acceptance will usually, but not always, be offering lower grades than your firm one, as 

it will only come into play if you are rejected from your firm place. If the institution you most want to 
go to happens to offer lower grades, rejoice and put that one first! Sometimes a place will be 
confirmed even if your grades are not good enough, so your firm and insurance could be for the same 
grades. N.B. You will not be able to turn down your firm place in favour of your insurance. 

• When you have made your response, you either have to stick to it or withdraw from UCAS, which you 
can do on Results Day in August. Quite a number of people do withdraw and re-apply through Clearing 
or in their gap year because they have decided to change their course, or their exam results are better 
than expected.

I now think I applied for the wrong subject - what can I do? 
• If you have been made offers, you will have to turn them down, unless you contact them and can

I want to drop a subject or EPQ 
▪ If you are dropping a qualification you must tell the universities, and also email UCAS at 
qualsupport@ucas.ac.uk Include your UCAS ID number and clearly tell them about the change. 
▪ If you don’t tell them you are scaling down, you run the risk of them withdrawing an offer on results 
day when they will be expecting to see all the qualifications on your UCAS application. 

I would like to have a Gap Year but I applied for 2023. Can I still have one? 
▪ Many departments will agree to let you postpone your place until 2024. Google the contact details 
and then call or email the Admissions Tutor of the Department concerned, or the general Admissions 
Department for the university. Give them your UCAS number and explain what you want to do in your 
Gap Year. Guidance will be very happy to proof-read a draft of your email if you wish. 
▪ You can do this before you accept any offers, or when you have received an offer, or in August when 
you have won a place (or at all three times!). 
▪ You will probably be asked to confirm your request in writing. 

I have got five rejections - help! 
▪ Don't lose heart - this is only Round One. On February 23rd UCAS will invite you to use UCAS Extra, 
which until July 4th will list courses which still have vacancies. You can apply to one of these at a time. 
▪ After the results come out, more places are available through Clearing, and you will be eligible for 
this. You will also find it easier to re-apply to courses asking for the right level of grades once you know 
your results. 
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BURNING UCAS QUESTIONS cont

I have some offers, but I don't think I'm now going to make the grades – what should I do? 
▪ Sometimes a department will let you in with lower grades e.g. BCD instead of BCC, or ABC instead of 
BBB. But don't assume that this will be the case (especially in the case of the most competitive 
courses/universities, or Scottish and Welsh universities who have number caps). If you are rejected in 
August, you become eligible for Clearing. 
▪ If your grades are not good enough for a degree course, you may still be eligible for an HND, Dip HE 
or Foundation Degree. These are one or two-year courses, and if you do well you can transfer to the 
second or third year of a degree programme, so getting your degree. 

I am interested in USA Higher Education, either in America or in this country 
• The US system provides a more flexible set of entry requirements. Contact ACL about applying 
during a Gap Year. 

I am interested in Irish universities 
• Trinity College Dublin is particularly popular with Marlburians, but look at the guideline scores for 
entry on their website http://www.tcd.ie and contact FSM if you need assistance. 

I’d like Direct Entry to Employment 
• Each year a small number of Marlburians go straight into careers or apprenticeships, though 
opportunities may be limited. Progression up a career ladder may be slower for non-graduates, but 
Degree Apprenticeships mean you study while you work, and you get paid while avoiding tuition fees!

What about re-sits? 
• Be realistic - but don't give up! With hard work you might make those grades. Don't get into a 're-sit 
mentality' too soon.
